Ward Cleaver once fit our image of the American businessman.  He wore a white shirt and tie with his suit.  He was patient and wise.  He taught his children about integrity and honesty.  The businessmen we’ve seen on TV over the past decade still wear suits, but there is a noticeable addition to their wardrobe – handcuffs.  Even more sorry are the stories of faithful workers who have lost life savings and pension benefits.

A Zogby International poll found that 97% of college seniors said college prepared them to behave ethnically.  Yet 73% said their professors taught them that there can be no uniform standard of right and wrong; morality depends on an individual’s outlook.  That, in turn, depends on a person’s cultural background and values.  Right and wrong, they say, are a deception manufactured by powerful people to manipulate others.  Sound familiar?  “Did God really say?”

Some call today’s version of this age-old lie postmodernism.  Postmodern thinking says that according to your ideology, your culture, and your  circumstances,  you decide what’s 

best for you, and no one dare judge you.

Academics don’t see the irony.  This postmodern mindset has spawned the political correctness movement, which mandates sensitivity toward all people and behaviors in the name of compassion and love.  Yet this same mindset has produced a generation of rogues who look the other way when innocent people lost their retirement nest eggs in some corporate shell game.

Such wanton disregard for decency and justice disappoints us, even sickens us.  But it doesn’t surprise us.  From the beginning, mankind’s best efforts have always ended in injustice.
